Banquet InformaƟon 

On Saturday evening (March 16th), there will be a Banquet in the Creston Room which is upstairs 

from the arena.  All players, coaches, managers, officials, and dignitaries are invited to aƩend.

WHERE IS CRESTON? 

From Vancouver: Travel along Highway #1 (Trans-Canada) to the highway juncƟon in the 

community of Hope, BC. At the highway juncƟon there are three highway routes leading into 
the interior of BC. Highway #3 (Crowsnest) is the quickest route traveling east from Hope on 

Highway #3 to Creston.  
 

From Calgary: Travel Highway #1 (Trans-Canada) west to Banff NaƟonal Park and then conƟnue 

to the provincial border of BriƟsh Columbia. ConƟnue driving west on Hwy #1 to the community 
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of Golden, BC. In Golden travel Highway #93/#95 south to Cranbrook, BC. From Cranbrook 

travel south on Highway #3 (Crowsnest) to Creston. 
 

Special Travel Note: If arriving in Creston via the Nelson - Balfour - Crawford Bay (Hwy #3A) 
route, travellers will need to cross Kootenay Lake via boarding a ferry from Balfour Bay to 

Crawford Bay.

Columbia, Canada. With large unincorporated communiƟes surrounding the municipality, the 
Creston Valley has a populaƟon of approximately 12,000 people in the immediate vicinity of the 

town. The enƟre Creston Valley, incorporaƟng the Kootenay Lake east shore communiƟes and 
Yahk boasts a populaƟon of nearly 16,000.

Surrounded by the Selkirk Mountains to the west, the Purcell Mountains to the east, Kootenay 
Lake to the north and the United States border 10 kilometers to the south, the Creston Valley is 

an agriculturally rich community. 

 
The Creston Valley is rich in agriculture-related businesses and services and a thriving 

agritourism. With an emerging wine industry, fruit, and vegetable markets, handcraŌed organic 
cheese, animal and grain farms, secondary food processing and the world-famous Columbia 

Brewery, the Creston Valley lifestyle epitomizes the “100-mile diet”.  
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The Creston Valley's economy 

is largely resource-based with 
agriculture and forestry. Many 

are employed in the service 
sector, and tourism is 

increasingly prominent, while 

government services and 
educaƟon comprise a large 

porƟon of the labour force. In 
the past decade, the Creston 

Valley has also increased in 
being a reƟrement community, 

aƩracƟng many from across 

Western Canada to relocate 
and enjoy the moderate

Since 1959, Kokanee beer has been brewed in Creston at the Columbia Brewery. Now owned by 

LabaƩs (Anheuser–Busch), the brewery also produces Kokanee Gold, an amber Lager, Kootenay 
True Ale, a lighter style ale, Kokanee Light, and as of July 15, 2009, Alexander Keith's, an India 

Pale Ale. In recent years it has announced a large expansion to be able to begin brewing 

Budweiser products, ensuring that it remains a major employer in the Creston Valley. 
 

In Erickson, a neighbouring unincorporated community outside of Creston, many apple and 
cherry orchards can be found as a staple to the fruit industry that ships to many domesƟc and 

internaƟonal desƟnaƟons. 
 

To the south, the communiƟes of Canyon and Lister boast having the all-important dairy farms. 

The rolling hills of these communiƟes also have rich produce and berry farms. 
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The town is home to 

two grain elevators. 
One is an ex-Alberta 

Wheat Pool grain 
elevator, built in 1935 

and recently restored, 

which is currently 
aƩached to an 

amazing art gallery.  
The other is an ex-UGG 

elevator, built in 1936.  
Both elevators were 

purchased by the 

Columbia Basin Trust 
in June 2018.

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Even if you don’t make it to a winery, there are plenty of opportuniƟes to savour our local 

flavours. Dozens of venues in the Creston Valley offer local food and wine pairings, and 
restaurants will proudly suggest the valleys finest.  
 

The Creston Valley has been inhabited, for at least 11,000 years, by the Ktunaxa NaƟon Yaqan 
Nukiy people, known for their unique language, the disƟncƟve sturgeon-nosed canoe, and 

cultural tradiƟons that blend a dependence on fish, small game, and waterfowl with the annual 
bison-hunƟng tradiƟons of the Plains NaƟons. The Yaqan Nukiy (Lower Kootenay Band) are an 

integral part of the Creston Valley and community, located 4 kilometers south of Creston.  
 

Each year in May, Creston Valley is a vital birdwatching site and staging area for migratory birds 

with over three hundred species of birds recorded. A designated Important Bird Area, the 
annual Bird FesƟval celebrates our wonderful diversity. AcƟviƟes include a variety of 

birdwatching events guided by field experts, as well as photography and art displays and bird-
oriented workshops.

Arena Complex and FaciliƟes 

The Creston and District Community has a modern facility that was renovated with major 

addiƟons finishing in 2011.  The Regional District of Central Kootenay set out to design a facility 
that would become the heart and soul of the community and act as a “town square” to focus 

community acƟviƟes.  

The Creston and District Community Complex began as a 70s era facility and was reborn as a 
completely renovated, expanded and enhanced 113,000 square foot mulƟ-purpose community 

complex with an 800-seat indoor ice arena, curling rinks, fitness centre, indoor track and much, 
much more.  

The complex offers the highest levels of accessibility for the general public and special needs 

groups. It also provides a wide range of programs and services for everyone from serious 

athletes to families.  
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The Creston and District Community Complex encourages people to come together for 

recreaƟon in the same place and at the same Ɵme with the aim of building stronger individuals, 
stronger families, and a stronger community.  

In 2013, there were over 160,000 visits to the complex – which is remarkable given the 

relaƟvely small populaƟon of the catchment area.  

The Creston and District Community Complex offers the members of a smaller community an 
opportunity to develop leisure acƟviƟes to enhance their health, funcƟonal abiliƟes, 

independence, and quality of life. This top-notch complex provides a smaller community with 
outstanding faciliƟes for recreaƟon and with a point of focus for entertainment and community 

gatherings.

In 2014, the Creston and District Community Complex received the provincial award for FACILITY 
EXCELLENCE by the BriƟsh Columbia RecreaƟon and Parks AssociaƟon. This is in part because of 

the relaxing and inviƟng atmosphere that is present when in this facility. It’s not an arena, it’s 
not a curling rink, it’s not a pool, it is truly a community complex.  
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The name of the hockey arena is the Johnny Bucyk Arena, named aŌer the great Boston Bruin, 

who resides in the Creston Valley.  Fans and players call it “The Johnny” and it has been the 

home of the Creston Valley Thunder Cats since their inaugural season in 2000-2001.  

The ice surface is 85’ x 185’ with new boards and glass installed as part of the major 

renovaƟons. New state of the art lighƟng, lobbies and change rooms gave “The Johnny” new 

life.  A new concrete floor was provided for the ice surface, including a new cooling plant to 
ensure good ice regardless of temperatures outside. Players have used the ice in August while 

temperatures outside have been in the high 30s and compliment how great the ice surface is, 
despite the outdoor temperatures.  

There are 6 large dressing rooms available, plus the Creston Valley Thunder Cats change room. 

AddiƟonally, there is a referee dressing room with showers in between dressing rooms 3 and 4 

near the Ɵmekeeper’s box.  

There is a large lobby with viewing of the ice surface serviced by a full-service food vendor.  

The total viewing capacity of a hockey game is 931, with 800 seats, and 131 in standing room 

only. All seaƟng provides an unobstructed view of the ice surface, making every seat a terrific 

viewing experience.  

One of the greatest features of this facility is the accessibility for individuals with limited 

mobility. There is ample parking and front access. The arena has a large handicap viewing area 

above the ice surface that is accessible by elevator, providing for one of the best views of the ice 
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surface. There is no place in this building that is not accessible, regardless of the mobility of the 

individual.  

The Creston and District Community Complex also has a state-of-the-art fitness centre with a 
walking track. This has all the ameniƟes from treadmills, cycles, free weights to weight 

machines.  The community complex has an aquaƟc centre housing a swimming pool, children’s 
pool, lazy river, hot tub, and steam saunas.
